1. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following Councilmembers in attendance:  Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Roberto Alonso, Robert Meador, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton.

3.  ORDINANCE – FIRST READING:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER 33, ARTICLE VI SIGNS AND CREATING ARTICLE 9.0 SIGNS; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE, DEFINITIONS, GENERAL REQUIREMENTS, SIGNS – ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS, PRE-EXISTING NON-CONFORMING SIGNS AND ADMINISTRATION.  (Rey)
This item was passed over as it was tabled by the LPA.
3. ORDINANCE – SECOND READING:

Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the quasi-judicial statement.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, gave the oath to those wishing to testify. Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance. Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the purpose of the ordinance.  
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL PROVIDING RECITIALS; PROVIDING FINDINGS; (APPROVING / DENYING) THE REQUEST FOR A REZONING FROM GU (INTERIM DISTRICT) TO RU-1 (SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT) ON A 0.9 +/- ACRE PARCEL LOCATED AT 7450 NW 144th STREET; APPROVING THE MODIFICATION OR ELIMINATION OF CONDITIONS OR COVENANTS OF PREVIOUSLY APPROVED MIAMI-DADE COUNTY RESOLUTION No. 4-ZAB-182-83 TO PERMIT THE APPLICANT TO SUBMIT AN AMENDMENT TO THE OFFICIAL ZONING MAP FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TOWN DEVELOPMENT CODE.  (Rey)

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, [APPROVING/DENYING] A VARIANCE FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.9.B.1.A AND DIVISION 4.2.E OF THE TOWN CODE TO PERMIT A FENCE IN THE RU-1Z ZONING DISTRICT ON THE SIDE STREET PROPERTY LINE WITH A ZERO FOOT (0’) SETBACK WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED (THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 14334 N.W. 87th PLACE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, explained that ex-parte communication forms have been received.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the request.  

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Mr. Gonzalez spoke in favor of the variance.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with the conditions set by staff.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
B. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL  [APPROVING/ DENYING]
VARIANCES FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO (1) WAIVE SECTION 5.2.A.1 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT AN ACCESSORY GAZEBO WITH 295.87 SQUARE FEET OF ROOFED AREA WHERE 150 SQUARE FEET IS ALLOWED; AND (2) to permit an existing accessory building to the RU-1Z residence as per Division 5.2.A.2, with 29.0 percent total lot coverage of all accessory buildings in the required rear yard, where the total lot coverage of all accessory buildings in the required rear yard are not permitted to exceed more than 20.0 percent of the area of the required rear yard; (3) WAIVE SECTION 5.2.A.3 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT AN ACCESSORY GAZEBO IN THE RU-1Z DISTRICT WITH A 4.47 FOOT REAR SETBACK WHERE 5 FEET IS REQUIRED (COLLECTIVELY, “THE VARIANCES”),  FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE LOCATED AT 14151 N.W. 87 COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA; (4) TO PERMIT AN EXISTING ACCESSORY BUILDING TO THE RU-1Z RESIDENCE AS PER DIVISION 4.2.E., SETBACK 6.20 FEET FROM THE RU-1Z REQUIRED SIDE STREET (SOUTH) PROPERTY LINE WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution and disclosed that ex-parte communication forms have been received from Councilmembers.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request and conditions.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the pubic hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  

Councilmember Roberto Alonso made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Mary Collins.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman called the roll and all were in favor.
