Councilmember Robert Meador stated that upon advice from his Attorney he is going to recuse himself from the meeting due to a conflict of interest.

The Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the quasi-judicial statement.


3.  RESOLUTIONS:

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL (APPROVING/ DENYING) REQUESTED SITE PLAN APPROVAL FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TOWN DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT A PROPOSED SHOPPING CENTER DEVELOPMENT IN THE BU-2 (SPECIAL BUSINESS DISTRICT).   (Rey) 
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, gave the explanation of the ordinance and explained her recommendation to the Council.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, gave the oath to those wishing to testify.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins opened the public hearing.

Dottie Meador, landowner, spoke in favor of adoption of the resolution.

David Bennett asked for a postponement of a vote on the resolution.

Jerry Proctor and Claude Gettinger representing Red Palmetto explained the planned facility.

With no one else wishing to speak, Vice Mayor Collins closed the public hearing. Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, read the conditions.

Councilmember Nancy Simon questioned the condition to require 30 inch letters.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to approve the resolution and replace the 30 inch letter requirement with a requirement of 36 inches for the letters.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  

Jerry Proctor stated that he had previously agreed to limit the detached sign area to 200 feet, but would prefer to go up to 300 feet as allowed in the Code.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to amend the motion to allow the 300 feet area.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins asked the maker of the motion to split the motion.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to approve the resolution with staff recommendations and conditions and amend the conditions to allow 36 inch letters on the sign for the large tenants and 300 square feet of sign area for the detached sign. The motion received a second from  Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion for approval of the resolution with the conditions and amendments.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, call the roll and all were in favor.
