1. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following Councilmembers present: Robert Meador, Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Roberto Alonso, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton.
3.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  

LPA, April 18, 2006


Zoning Meeting, April 18, 2006

A motion for approval of the minutes of the LPA and Zoning Meetings of April 18, 2008 was made by Vice Mayor Mary Collins.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

4.  ORDINANCES – SECOND READING – PUBLIC HEARING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER 33, ARTICLE VI SIGNS AND CREATING ARTICLE 9.0 SIGNS; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE, DEFINITIONS, GENERAL REQUIREMENTS, SIGNS ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS PRE-EXISTING NON-CONFORMING SIGNS AND ADMINISTRATION.  (Rey) 

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to set aside the ordinance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso offered an amendment that all of the resolutions on the agenda be moved ahead of the discussion on the ordinance.  Councilmember Mary Collins accepted the amendment, as did Councilmember Richard Pulido who offered the second on the motion.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, reviewed the process used to get to this point and reviewed the memo in the agenda packet.
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Robin Beamon reviewed her understanding of the ordinance and asked that the Town Council take another look at the temporary sign section.

Mirtha Mendez spoke in opposition to the section regarding temporary signs.
Arnold Edmundson asked that the Council not give approval to the ordinance.

Luis Sanchez spoke in opposition to the political sign section and asked that the Town Council not pass the ordinance.
Maria Perez stated she would like to be allowed more than one sign.

Mario Mojica was opposed to having to obtain written permission for property owners to place signs.
Jose Nodal spoke in opposition to the section on political signs.
Alex Ruiz spoke in opposition to the section on political signs.

Gus Abella spoke in favor of the sign ordinance.

Jeanne White spoke in favor of the sign ordinance and encouraged that it be more restrictive.

George Lopez spoke in favor of being allowed to have signs on his property.

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to extend the meeting by 30 minutes.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Councilmember Roberto Alonso made a motion to include in the ordinance that political signs be limited to one per candidate or per issue for each property.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor. 

Councilmember Roberto Alonso made a motion to allow real estate signs, for sale or for rent signs 180 days, rather than 90 days.  The motion received a second from Michael Pizzi who offered an amendment to limit all signs to 180 days.  The amendment received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.

Councilmember Richard Pulido and Mayor Wayne Slaton spoke in support of going back to 90 days.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and the motion failed 5-2 with Councilmembers Richard Pulido, Michael Pizzi, Robert Meador, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition and Councilmembers Nancy Simon and Roberto Alonso voting in favor.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to extend the meeting until 11:30 p.m. The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

A motion was made by Vice Mayor Mary Collins to adopt the ordinance as amended.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
5.    RESOLUTIONS:
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the quasi-judicial statement.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman gave the oath to those wishing to testify at the public hearing.
A. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/ DENYING]  VARIANCES FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO (1) WAIVE DIVISION 4.3.D.9 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT A SETBACK OF 9.25 FEET FROM THE REQUIRED REAR PROPERTY LINE TO ALLOW AN ADDITION TO AN EXISTING TOWNHOME WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED IN THE RU-TH TOWNHOME RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT; (2) WAIVE DIVISION 4.3.D.18 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT AN EXISTING TOWNHOME RESIDENCE OF 390.44 SQUARE FEET OF PATIO LIVING AREA, WHERE A MINIMUM OF 400 SQUARE FEET OF PATIO LIVING AREA IS REQUIRED FOR A RESIDENCE WITHIN THE RU-TH TOWNHOME RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT; AND TO (3) WAIVE DIVISION 4.3.D.17 OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT AN EXISTING TOWNHOME RESIDENCE WITH A NON-METAL CANOPY, WHERE THE CODE REQUIRES A METAL FRAME (COLLECTIVELY, “THE VARIANCES”),  FOR AN EXISTING TOWNHOME LOCATED AT 16010 KILMARNOCK DRIVE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Jeanne White, President of the Lake Sandra Homeowner’s Association spoke in opposition to patio enclosures.  

Maria Perez, President of Loch Lomond East Homeowner’s Association stated that the Board has approved this request for enclosure.  

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Richard Pulido spoke in support of the variance.  Councilmember Nancy Simon made a motion for approval of the resolution with the condition that the appropriate permits be obtained and that the structure meet the building code.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  

Councilmember Nancy Simon spoke in support of the resolution.  Mayor Wayne Slaton and Councilmember Roberto Alonso spoke in opposition to the resolution.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, read the roll and the motion failed 4-3 with Councilmembers Robert Meador, Roberto Alonso, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition and Councilmember Richard Pulido, Michael Pizzi and Nancy Simon voting in favor.
B. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.9.B.1.A AND DIVISION 4.2.E OF THE TOWN CODE TO PERMIT A FENCE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT ON THE SIDE STREET PROPERTY LINE WITH A ZERO (0’) FOOT SETBACK WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED (THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 15633 N.W. 81 COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, stated that staff recommended denial of the variance.  

Owner of the property, Mr. Farrades, spoke in support of the variance and provided a letter signed by neighbors in support of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Robert Meador pointed out an address error in the memo from the Town Manager within the agenda.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso asked if there was approval from the homeowner’s association.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to defer the item until information is received from the homeowner’s association.  The motion received a second from Mayor Wayne Slaton.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi spoke in opposition to the deferral.  Councilmember Nancy Simon spoke in opposition to the deferral.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso stated he would like to give the homeowners association the opportunity to support the item.  

Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll on the motion to defer the item and all were in favor.  
C.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/ DENYING]  VARIANCES FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO (1) WAIVE DIVISION 5.2.A.1. OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT A PROPOSED ACCESSORY GAZEBO BUILDING TO A RU-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE WITH 380 SQUARE FEET OF ROOFED AREA WHERE A MAXIMUM OF 150 SQUARE FEET OF ROOFED AREA IS PERMITTED; AND TO (2) WAIVE DIVISION 5.2.A.5. OF THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT A PROPOSED ONE-STORY ACCESSORY BUILDING TO AN RU-1 SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE WITH A MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF 15’-2”, WHERE THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF AN ACCESSORY BUILDING IN THE REQUIRED REAR YARD IS NOT PERMITTED TO EXCEED ONE STORY WITH A MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF 15’-0”(COLLECTIVELY, “THE VARIANCES”),  FOR AN EXISTING SINGLE-FAMILY HOME LOCATED AT 15940 WEST PRESTWICK PLACE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)  
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request and stated that staff recommends approval with conditions.  
Javier Vasquez, on behalf of the owner, spoke in support of the resolution. Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to approve the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, stated that staff supported adoption of the resolution with conditions.  The applicant, Mr. Aguiar spoke in favor of adoption of the resolution.  
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Ms. Aguiar, daughter of the applicant, spoke in favor of the resolution.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso. Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
