1. CALL TO ORDER:   The meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Slaton at 6:50 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following Councilmembers in attendance:  Robert Meador, Roberto Alonso, Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, and Mayor Wayne Slaton.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins was absent.
3.  INVOCATION/MOMENT OF SILENCE:  Mayor Wayne Slaton called

     for a moment of silence.
4.  PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Wayne Slaton led the pledge of

     allegiance.
5.  ORDINANCE – PUBLIC HEARING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, DELETING CHAPTER 33, SECTION 33-35.1 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL USES AND CREATING DIVISION 4.16 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES IN THE RU-1 AND RU-TH DISTRICTS; ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE TO BE IMPLEMENTED TO BRING ADDITIONS OR REPAIRS WHICH HAVE NOT RECEIVED PERMITS OR CERTIFICATES OF COMPLETION INTO COMPLIANCE WITH THE CODE; PROVIDING SUCH REPAIRS OR ADDITIONS COMPLY WITH THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE CURRENTLY IN EFFECT, SUBJECT TO PROCEDURE SET FORTH IN ORDINANCE; REQUIRING CERTIFICATION FROM ARCHITECTS, ENGINEERS, OR MASTERS IN THE TRADES .  (Pizzi)  
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the purpose of the ordinance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Tony Musto spoke in favor of the ordinance.

Robert Cheetham spoke in favor of the ordinance.

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to adopt the ordinance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.

Councilmember Richard Pulido offered an amendment to the ordinance which would clarify that the structure must have been built prior to a hurricane and was legally permissible.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi agreed to the amendment.

Mayor Slaton called for a vote on the amendment and it failed 4-2 with Councilmembers Robert Meador, Roberto Alonso, Nancy Simon and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition and Councilmembers Michael Pizzi and Richard Pulido voting in favor.

Councilmember Robert Meador offered an amendment regarding notice.  He suggested that the word “may” be added to clarify whether a notice would be mailed.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, stated he will clarify public notice, such as newspaper notice.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi accepted Councilmember Robert Meador’ amendment.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote on the amendment and all were in favor.
Councilmember Richard Pulido offered an amendment to clarify that those individuals who have a permit and who meet the building code be included.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi accepted the amendment.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, explained the amendment should remove the date limitation of 12/5/200.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote to remove the date limit and all were in favor.

Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll on the amended motion to adopt the ordinance and recommend it to the Town Council and all were in favor.
