Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to approve the minutes of January 16, 2007.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the quasi-judicial statement.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, swore in those wishing to testify.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with staff recommendations.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Mayor Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance and recommended denial.  

Applicant, Charles Gutierrz, spoke in favor of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to approve the resolution with staff recommendations.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Robert Meador.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
E. Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the resolution.  Applicant, Luis Larosa, spoke in favor of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Frank Moore, a neighbor, spoke in opposition and provided photos to the Town Council.  

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with staff conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
F. Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variances.  Applicant, Antonio Gestido spoke in favor of the resolution and agreed with the recommendations of the Director of Planning and Zoning.  
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
G.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/DENYING] AN AMENDMENT TO RESOLUTION 06-378Z APPROVED WITH CONDITIONS BY THE TOWN COUNCIL ON FEBRUARY 21, 2006 TO ALLOW THE SALE AND CONSUMPTION OF WINE, BEER, AND ALCOHOL, WHERE CONDITION 3 CURRENTLY ONLY PERMITS THE SALE OF WINE AT 15458 NW 77th COURT, UNIT 210, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, LOCATED IN THE ROYAL OAKS SHOPPING CENTER.  (Rey)
Councilmember Roberto Alonso excused himself and left the meeting citing a conflict of interest.  Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request. The applicant spoke in favor of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Two members of the audience, who did not fill out speaker cards, spoke in favor of the variance.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with staff recommendations.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.    Mayor Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

At 9:05 p.m., Mayor Wayne Slaton called for a recess.  At 9:20 p.m., Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with Councilmembers Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Roberto Alonso, Robert Meador, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton in attendance.
 7.  NEW BUSINESS:


A. Time Frame for Variances (Meador) 
Councilmember Robert Meador discussed the time limit or life expectancy for approval of variances under the Town Code.  Mayor Wayne Slaton stated his support to have a mechanism where some variances would not go with the property forever.  Councilmember Robert Meador made a motion to ask staff to bring back a proposal that would expand the Town code to include a time limit for certain variances.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

B.   Hurricane Protection Act (Pizzi)

Councilmember Michael Pizzi explained that some rental properties in Miami Lakes do not have hurricane shutters.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi requested that the Town Attorney review new legislation and report if it addresses hurricane shutters in certain homeowner associations.  Mayor Wayne Slaton pointed out that the Town has no jurisdiction over matters of homeowners associations. Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, informed the Town Council that whatever action they take would be overridden by the deed restrictions.  No action was taken.
B. Lake Regulations (Collins)  
Vice Mayor Mary Collins requested an ordinance to set standards for uniform testing of the lakes and compilation of reports.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to direct staff to prepare an ordinance that would allow the Town to keep the lakes in good condition. The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.

Councilmember Robert Meador pointed out that the lakes are privately owned.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a substitute motion to ask staff to research what can be done to bring lakes into uniformity, whether or not it involves the health department or DERM.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins withdrew the motion and no action was taken. 
C. Public Parking Adjacent to Residential Areas (Slaton)  
Mayor Wayne Slaton made a motion to have staff prepare an ordinance to regulate public parking in areas adjacent to residential area.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.

Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and it failed 2-5 with Mayor Wayne Slaton and Councilmember Michael Pizzi voting in favor and Councilmembers Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Roberto Alonso, Robert Meador and Vice Mayor Mary Collins voting in opposition.

E.   Regulation of Clubs (Pizzi) 
Councilmember Michael Pizzi relayed his concern for underage drinking and underage persons entering places where hard liquor is sold.  He asked if there were regulations in place to prevent this.  Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, will research what is needed.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to request that the Town Attorney research this issue and advise.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  
Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote on the motion to request research and all were in favor.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to extend the meeting for ten minutes.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
