     Councilmember Roberto Alonso was absent.
 3. INVOCATION/MOMENT OF SILENCE:  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for a

     moment of silence.
 4. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Wayne Slaton led the pledge of allegiance.
 5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  None
 6. RESOLUTIONS:

A.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] A VARIANCE SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 6.8.B TO PERMIT THE REPLACEMENT OF AN EXISTING ROOF WITH A METAL ROOF WHERE REPLACEMENT WITH SIMILAR BARREL TILE ROOFING MATERIAL AS ORIGINALLY INSTALLED IS REQUIRED FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT (THE “VARIANCE”) FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 14421 LAKE SARANAC AVENUE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA. Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the resolution and recommended denial.
Applicant, Charles Gutierrez, spoke in favor of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  

Jack McCall spoke in favor of the roofing product proposed.

Carlos Figueroa spoke in favor of the variance.

There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to approve the request of the applicant and grant the variance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Mary Collins.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

     Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Councilmember Mary Collins made a motion to continue the item to the December 18, 2007 Zoning Meeting.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.  
c.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] A VARIANCE SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISIONS 5.9.B.1.a AND 4.2.E TO PERMIT A FENCE SETBACK 0 FEET FROM THE FRONT (EAST) PROPERTY LINE WHERE 20 FEET IS REQUIRED FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE IN THE RU-1Z ZONING DISTRICT (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 14784 NW 87th COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey) 

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request and recommended denial. 


The applicant indicated that he did not wish to speak.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.


Councilmember Michael Pizzi asked the applicant about the fence.  He indicated that the fence was built about three months ago.  The applicant indicated he was told by the builder that it was not necessary to obtain a permit.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to defer the variance to the next meeting to allow the applicant an opportunity to obtain support from his neighbors.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Nancy Simon.  Mayor Slaton called for the vote on the motion and it failed 2-4 with Councilmember Michael Pizzi and Vice Mayor Nancy Simon voting in favor and Councilmembers Robert Meador, Richard Pulido, Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition. 

Councilmember Richard Pulido made a motion to accept staff recommendations and deny the variance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Mary Collins.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and the motion passed 4-2 with Councilmembers Robert Meador, Richard Pulido, Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in favor and Councilmember Michael Pizzi and Vice Mayor Nancy Simon voting in opposition.

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained variance requests and that staff is supportive on a modified basis.
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing. A representative of the applicant, Lester Morales, spoke in favor and presented a petition of signatures in support.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Richard Pulido questioned if the owner of the property purchased it with the modifications and whether there was a survey available from the time of purchase.  Councilmember Robert Meador pointed out a discrepancy between date of purchase according to testimony and date in the zoning packet.

Councilmember Richard Pulido made a motion to defer this item to the December 18, 2007 meeting.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request.  

The applicant, Pedro Alvarez, spoke in favor of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing. Peter Diaz spoke in favor of the variance.  Ms. Sanchez spoke in favor.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with no conditions.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, asked for clarification of the motion.  Councilmember Mary Collins explained that it is her intention to approve the variance as requested by the applicant, but with the standard conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] A VARIANCE SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISIONS 5.6.A.2 AND 4.2.E TO PERMIT AN ATTACHED CANOPY SETBACK 5 FEET FROM THE REAR (WEST) PROPERTY LINE WHERE 25 FEET IS REQUIRED FOR A SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 16380 NW 91st COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey) 
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley explained the variance request.  

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi left the meeting and was not included in the vote on this item. Councilmember Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with the standard conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Robert Meador.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
G. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/DENYING] A PRELIMINARY PLAT ENTITLED LAKE HOUSE APARTMENTS SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.8.F.2 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO APPROVE SAID PRELIMINARY PLAT OF PROPERTY LOCATED IN THE RM-13 RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, LEGALLY DESCRIBED AS A PORTION OF TRACTS 22, 23 AND 24, “CHAMBER’S LAND COMPANY SUBDIVISON” OF THE SOUTHWEST ¼ OF SECTION 22, TOWNSHIP 52 SOUTH, RANGE 40 EAST, ACCORDING TO THE PLAT THEREOF, AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 2, AT PAGE 68, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, INCLUDING A PORTION OF RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR NW 87TH AVENUE OVERPASS AND SERVICE ROAD, AS RECORDED IN OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 10551 ON PAGE 2501 OF THE OFFICIAL RECORDS OF MIAMI-DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, AND LOCATED EAST OF NW 84TH COURT AND SOUTH OF COMMERCE WAY, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey) 
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained that this is a preliminary plat and contains the standard conditions.  The applicant was not in attendance.
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  David Bennett asked about the level of concurrency for traffic and schools.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi asked David Bannett of Kimley-Horn and Associates, Inc., Town Engineers, to address concurrency.  David Bannett explained that he could not speak to any new traffic studies, but has previously worked with vested rights.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, explained that there are no more traffic studies required for this development.

Councilmember Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Nancy Simon.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
