CALL TO ORDER: The Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:25 pm.
2.
ROLL CALL: In addition to the Mayor, the following Council Members were present at roll call:  Mary Collins, Robert Meador, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Peter Thomson, and Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso.  The following staff members were also present:  Town Manager Alex Rey, Town Attorney Nina Boniske, and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza, Guedes Cole & Boniske, PA; and Town Clerk Beatris Arguelles, CMC.
3.
INVOCATION/MOMENT OF SILENCE: The Mayor called for a moment of silence.  
4.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Mayor led the pledge.
5.
ORDER OF BUSINESS (DEFERRALS/ADDITIONS/DELETIONS): The Town Clerk requested Item 7 (A) 1 be pulled from the Consent Agenda for corrections to the March 9, 2004 minutes.  Councilman Meador requested Item 7(B) be pulled from the Consent Agenda.  Town Manager Alex Rey asked to defer Item 10(B) and withdraw Item 7(E).  The Manager also noted that Councilman Meador asked to co-sponsor the Resolution in item 7(B).    Councilman Pizzi requested to withdrawal of Item 13 (C) 1.


Councilwoman Collins moved to accept the Order of Business as amended.  Vice Mayor Alonso seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

1. March 9, 2004 – Regular Council Meeting  - The Town Clerk noted that the March 9, 2004 minutes should be corrected to state that Mirtha Mendez addressed the Council regarding the use of police at the polls.  Her name incorrectly appeared in the minutes as having addressed the Council regarding code enforcement.  The Town Clerk also noted that the addresses of residents speaking before the Council will not be included in future minutes as requested by a Town resident.  

Councilman Meador mentioned an additional correction to the minutes.  
He noted that the Town Manager mentioned lowering the cost of a 
variance to $200.00 and Councilman Pizzi amended to lower the cost to 
$150.00.  The minutes should reflect that the Town Manager suggested 
lowering the cost to $150.00.

Councilwoman Collins moved to accept the minutes as amended.  Councilman Thompson seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

APPROVING AMENDMENT TO THE JOINT USE AGREEMENT WITH SCHOOL BOARD RE; USE OF MIAMI LAKES PARK (Rey

Councilman Meador spoke about the agreement between the Town and the School Board for the use of the Miami Lakes Park to create a joint venture to have a parking lot between the tennis courts and the portables.  Councilman Meador added that the School Board will bear $90,000.00 of the cost while the Town will pay the balance.  Councilman Meador noted that the agreement includes a bus turnaround lane, the cost of which will be covered by the School Board.  He thanked the Town Manager and the Town Staff for their efforts with the School Board.  Town Manager Alex Rey noted that the bus turnaround lane is a safety feature requested by the School Board.

Councilman Meador moved to approve the Resolution.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Bob Echols – speaking to comments made at the April 8th  Council meeting, Mr. Echols opined that with allowing variances and weakening of Code enforcement some Council members appear to have begun to weaken or water down the land development code.  He urged the Council to approve stricter Code Enforcement regulations which resemble as close as possible the Deed Restrictions that are in place in the covenant controlled areas.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:


A.
CULTURAL AFFAIRS COMMITTEE:
1. Request for additional $5,000 for the fireworks display - Contract approved on consent agenda – Item 7D)  No additional action was taken.
2. Request to increase the amount necessary to bid a contract to $2,500, instead of the present $1,000 for Committees - Bob Spano stated the Committee has urn into an issue where a more qualified individual may be required to perform a specific task (i.e.: special lighting director for a specific group of entertainers; special stage, etc.) He requested that the council consider increasing the amount for single purchases to $2,500.00.  

The Town Manager noted that professional services do not require a 
competitive bid up to $25,000.00, but that purchases over $1,000.00 
require three bids or quotes.   He noted that an Ordinance is required to 
increase the limits.  

Councilman Thompson suggested that the committee be allowed to 
request a waiver from the Town Manager.  Councilman Pizzi stressed 
the importance of obtaining bids.  The Vice Mayor noted that any money 
spent needs to be signed and approved by the Manager’s office.  

The Manager noted that it is easier to obtain bids over $2,500.00 and 
opined that he feels comfortable recommending increasing the limit to 
$2,500. Across the board for all purchases. The Mayor noted the 
importance of the procurement process, but added that residents expect 
projects to get done and the bid process for small jobs must not take too 
long.
Councilwoman Collins moved to direct staff to draft an Ordinance, which will amend the procurement procedures increasing the amount for single purchase contracts to $2,500.00 without competitive bidding.  Vice Mayor Alonso seconded the motion, which carried 6 to 1 with Councilman Pizzi dissenting.




Bob Spano mentioned upcoming committee events.

B.
BEAUTIFICATION COMMITTEE - Chairman Russ Geyer gave an oral report.  He spoke about the Mayor’s Neighborhood Matching Grant program to address the needs of the neighborhoods that do not have active homeowners’ associations.   

Mr. Geyer also mentioned the work of the Charrette sub-committee.  He noted that the Charrette will help develop and implement a landscape design and create a residential identity for the community.  He reviewed the budget for the project and requested an increase of $8,000. 

The Town Manager noted that $20,000.00 is budgeted for a beautification plan and that he envisioned that the outcome of process will be a usable plan.  He noted that the current budget does not include staff support for the Charrette.  

Councilwoman Collins mentioned the importance of the Charrette and applauded the effort that has been made by committee members. 

Councilman Meador noted that the Council has discussed entrance features and locations recommended by the Town engineers in the past.  The Town Manager noted that the locations for the entrance features where suggested by the Comprehensive Development Master Plan and approved by Council.  He added that the engineers are sizing the signs in accordance with the area and that a contract is being worked on for Council approval.  The Town Manager noted that the project is scheduled to be awarded to a company in June and that landscape recommendations from the Beautification Committee will follow the entrance feature project.  Russ Geyer added that all the residents’ ideas will be collected by the architecture students following the Charrette  and will compile the ideas and present a report with the recommendations to the Council.

The Council expressed appreciation for the Committee’s efforts.


Councilwoman Collins moved to award the Beautification Advisory 
Committee up to $5,000.00 in additional funds, to the current 
budgeted $3,000.00, for the Charrette.  Councilman Thompson seconded 
the motion, which carried unanimously.

10.
ORDINANCES – FIRST READING:

A.
CREATING QUALIFICATIONS FOR TOWN ELECTIONS - Town Attorney Nina Boniske read the Ordinance by title as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, RELATING TO ELECTIONS; CREATING A CHAPTER IN THE TOWN CODE DEALING WITH QUALIFICATIONS FOR TOWN ELECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR A TITLE; PROVIDING FOR APPLICABILITY; PROVIDING FOR QUALIFYING DATES; PROVIDING FOR SPECIAL ELECTIONS; PROVIDING FOR QUALIFICATION PROCEDURES; PROVIDING FOR WRITTEN NOTICE OF CANDIDACY; PROVIDING FOR TOWN CLERK REVIEW; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE CODE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. (Rey)


Councilwoman Simon moved to adopt the Ordinance.  Councilman Thompson seconded the motion.


Councilman Meador moved to wave the rule for discussion of the Ordinance on first reading.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.


Councilman Meador noted that page 2, Sections 3 & 4 mention that if the last day for qualification (49th day) for town elections falls on the weekend or legal holiday the date will be extended to the next business day.  Councilman Meador noted that the elections are held during hurricane season.  He added that candidates would not be able to qualify if the 49th day lands during times of natural disasters.  The Town Attorney noted that a State Statute exists waving government procedures during emergency situations. She suggested adding language between the first and second readings extending the qualification period during such events under the State Statute.    The Mayor noted that Town staff would not be the ones to declare the emergency.  In such events, the state declares the emergency.  The Town Attorney mentioned that the County might declare the emergency as well.  


Councilman Meador suggested amending the Ordinance to include circumstances that might not be foreseen, which would cause town hall to be closed not allowing someone who wishes to qualify on the 49th day; thereby extending the period of time appropriately until town hall is reopened for the person to qualify.  Councilwoman Simon concurred and recommended the amendment.  

Councilman Pizzi suggested drafting an amendment that is objective and not subject to interpretation or ambiguity.  The Mayor agreed to keep the discretion out of the Ordinance.  He added that the extension time needs to be precise to include only the last qualifying date.  The Town Manager also agreed to limit staff’s discretion.


Following the discussion, on a roll call vote, the motion carried unanimously.

Barbara Goleman High School – Request to rename 89th Avenue (from 


NW 154th Street south to the cul-de-sac) “Gator Drive”
The Town Manager reported that he received a request from the principal of Barbara Goleman Senior High School.  He mentioned that the principal requested that NW 89th Avenue from the school to NW 154th Street be renamed “Gator Drive” for the school’s mascot.  He added that if the Council agrees, a Resolution will be prepared to rename the street.  

Councilman Pizzi expressed how difficult it will be to live one block away from “Gator Drive” as a University of Miami alumnus and fan.  He supported the change.

The Mayor noted that there are various schools in Miami Lakes and certain criteria for renaming streets need to be established.  He expressed reservations about renaming streets.  

Councilman Thompson moved to table further discussion of the issue until such policy can be established for renaming streets.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

2.
Financial Report (attached to these fully executed minutes) Finance Director Alfredo Acin gave a brief presentation on the Financial Report.  In the General Fund, he noted a projection to end the fiscal year with a positive variance of $1.2 million.  He mentioned that the year started $196,000.00 better than budgeted and that revenues are $708,000.00 more than originally projected.  Mr. Acin noted that the main contributor to the variance is the adjustment of $662,000.00 representing franchise fees for fiscal year 2001/2002.  He added that expenses are projected to be $289,000.00 less than anticipated.  He mentioned that approximately $225,000.00 is being saved in the parks maintenance contract and that $100,000.00 is being saved with the right-of-way maintenance contract in public works. Regarding all other funds, Mr. Acin stated that they are in line with projections.

Councilwoman Collins mentioned that she has been informed that there are funds available for municipalities from FEMA and other sources and that more grants be applied for.

NEW BUSINESS:


A.
SPECIAL TAXING DISTRICT GUARD GATES (Alonso) Item Deferred from 

March 9th Council Meeting
Vice Mayor Alonso mentioned that the communities in Miami Lakes with guard gates have had difficulty with the County in the past.  (The Vice Mayor read an E-mail from Pete Hernandez, County Attorney’s office)  He mentioned that the County has agreed to an interlocal agreement to allow the town to operate the security guard gates.  The Town Manager mentioned that the County will still collect the fees for the security guard gates, but that the Town would receive those funds from the County to manage the security guard gates.

Vice Mayor Alonso moved to accept the interlocal agreement with the County to manage the security guard gates.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion.

Discussion ensued.  Councilwoman Simon questioned the County’s financial assessments for the community security gates.  She also asked the Town Manager if the Town will be receiving 100% of the funds collected.  The Town Manager responded that the Town would be receiving 100% of the funds.  

Vice Mayor Alonso mentioned the possibility of hiring the Florida Highway Patrol to work at the guard gates rather than a security company.   

Councilman Meador recommended advising the homeowners’ associations of any agreement.  He questioned how much involvement the homeowners’ associations have with modifications and renovations of the guard gates.   The Town Manager suggested that they can direct their questions and concerns to town hall.  Councilman Thompson expressed concern about possible fees charged to non-gated community residents.  The Town Manager assured that the non-gated communities do not subsidize the guard gates in any way now, nor will they in the future.
Following the discussion, the motion carried unanimously.


B.
REDUCTION OF FEE FOR MISCELLANEOUS (Non-Structural) 
PERMITS (Alonso) Item Deferred from March 9th Council Meeting

The Vice Mayor mentioned that residents have complained that the permit application process is too time consuming.  He expressed concern about residents deciding to make repairs or additions without permits.  The Vice Mayor also noted the costs of the permits.  He suggested reducing the cost of the permits as low as possible to $50.00.  The Town Manager mentioned that the permits costs are currently being analyzed and a recommendation will be presented to the Council.  Vice Mayor Alonso noted that he would like to see an immediate reduction in the cost for permits for non-structural work because the next fiscal year is still six months away.  Councilman Meador also expressed concern about the turnaround time for the issuance of permits.  Councilman Pizzi spoke in favor of charging a minimal amount for the permits.  He cautioned against putting a definite turnaround time for permits, noting that there are various factors that are considered when approving permits.  The Town Manager stressed waiting until the consultant completes the analysis before making any decision.  Councilwoman Collins suggested adding a category with certain small non-structural work with short inspections in the code re-write.    The Town Manager noted that there are additional fees for emergency inspections.  Councilman Thompson agreed that time should be taken to analyze the fee structure correctly.

The Mayor noted that some residents have expressed frustration to him over having to pull permits for simple repairs, citing frustration for the process and that the turnaround time is sometimes more frustrating than the fee.  He mentioned that he would like to see certain permits being pulled online.  

The Vice Mayor mentioned that the Town couldn’t ask for the deed restriction approval in response to Councilman Pizzi’s concern.  He added that the resident needs to have the deed restriction approval before a permit is applied for.   

Vice Mayor Alonso moved to direct staff to work on reducing the permit fees for non-structural work and to reduce the turnaround time for issuance of a permit.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.   

C.
COMMITTEES – YOUTH ACTIVITIES TASK FORCE (Pizzi) Item Deferred from March 9th Council Meeting  - Councilman Pizzi mentioned that he has been contacted by a member of the Youth Activities Task requesting that additional spots be added to the committee.  However, Jan Schneider, Committee co-chair was present and stated that the Committee is not asking for additional members.  The co-chair introduced Mr. Christopher Norwood who described a program the committee is looking to implement called Rent-a-Teen.  The program teaches professional development to teenagers and provides services to the elderly people with odd jobs.  He described how the program could be organized.  

D.
POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FOR ELECTIONS (Pizzi) Councilman Pizzi commended the Council for passing campaign finance reform.  He mentioned that residents have complained about various issues regarding situations at the polls that make it uncomfortable and difficult to participate in the process.  He suggested adopting uniform procedures for dealing with election complaints.  

Councilman Pizzi moved to direct staff to establish procedures for uniformly dealing with Election Day issues and complaints.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion.  

Councilman Thompson inquired about whether or not there are established procedures for dealing with Election day issues that have been established by the county or the state.  The Town Manager responded that he interpreted Councilman Pizzi’s suggestion as setting procedures for the Town to respond using the established guidelines. Councilman Meador questioned if the procedures established by the town could be in conflict with the jurisdiction given to the polling locations themselves.  The Town Clerk noted that the Elections Department places a sheriff at the polling locations who is not a police officer but is given the authorities of a police officer along with arrest powers.   Councilwoman Simon mentioned the situation that occurred during the last election involving a resident who was approached by police officers for distributing flyers.  She suggested that elections officials be called in the future to deal with these situations.  Being that the issue regarding police officers being dispatched to the polling location was brought up by Councilwoman Simon, the Mayor asked Town Manager Alex Rey to relate the details of the specific situation for the record.

Town Manager Alex Rey noted that the issue started in the morning as the Town Clerk visited the various poll sites.  He added that the Town Clerk was handed a flyer.  He stated that when the flyer was analyzed at Town Hall, it appeared to not have the appropriate legal requirements that the flyers state (“Paid Political Advertisement”).  He added that the Miami Dade County Elections Department was called and that they referred the Clerk to the State.  Later in the day, the state returned a call to the Town Clerk at Town Hall and verified that the flyer did not comply with the requirements of the law.  Mr. Rey continued that calls were received by some residents regarding the distribution of the flyers.  He stated that after the call was received from the state, discussions ensued as to what could be done in response to the situation.  He added that the State offered several alternatives that were after-the-fact actions to be taken by the State, but that an immediate alternative offered was to have local law enforcement document the case.  He added that he was informed that the police department would be the one to do this since he would not have sent anyone from staff to confront the resident.  The Manager mentioned that when he contacted Police Commander Bocanegra, he specifically remembers telling him to check to make sure that any step the police took was legal before proceeding.  He added that he also asked the Commander to make sure that the matter was handled in a professional manner.  Alex Rey mentioned that Commander Bocanegra spoke to Tallahassee to check the legality of the situation. He added that based on the feedback Commander Bocanegra received from Tallahassee, one or two officers were dispatched to take the names of the flyer distributors and document the case.  
In this instance, The Manager stated he believes the Town acted with prudence and caution and in a professional and responsible manner to document the incident, noting that it is appropriate to find out who is distributing anonymous flyers and document it.  He added that it helps to keep such situations under control in the future.
Councilwoman Simon noted that she has analyzed the McIntire Case, which strikes down the need to sign flyers.  She noted that the law only requires is to include “Paid political advertisement” on the flyers.  She suggested that the law be reviewed before steps are taken.  She mentioned that an elections sheriff is present at the polls.  Councilwoman Simon requested that staff inform the Council what the jurisdiction of the elections sheriff is.  

The Mayor asked the Town manager if the flyer was illegal.  The Manager responded in the affirmative.  The Mayor added that it is not the Manager’s job or the police’s job to know what is illegal as it relates to elections that is determined by the State.  It was noted that the flyers were being distributed at the majority of the polls, not just by one person at one polling place. 

Following discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

(At this point Councilwoman Nancy Simon excused herself from the meeting.)

E.
OCCUPATIONAL LICENSE AND BUSINESS FEE WAIVERS (Pizzi) Councilman Pizzi stated that Miami Lakes is going to be competing more and more with other municipalities for commercial and business operations.  He added that he would like to see the Miami Lakes economy stimulated to its fullest extent.  He noted that a priority for all cities is to establish incentives.  He suggested creating a stimulating business package.  Councilwoman Collins interjected that the Economic Development Committee has prepared a questionnaire and will share recommendations with the Council at the next meeting.  

Councilman Pizzi mentioned that other municipalities are waving Occupational License fees.  He noted that it would be for the first year.  The Town Manager mentioned that the cost is nominal and noted that waving the Occupational License fee requires an Ordinance.  He added that if the motion is approved, staff will draft the appropriate Ordinance for the Council.

Councilman Pizzi moved to wave the Occupational License fee for the first year of operation for new businesses willing to relocate to Miami Lakes. Having no second to the motion, Councilman Pizzi removed his motion. 

Vice Mayor Alonso noted that waving the fee might be a good idea, but added that business have the most difficulty with setting up their business, not with the nominal fee.   The Manager mentioned that business might find the help they need by establishing a relationship with the Town.  The Mayor suggested sharing the ideas with the Economic Development Committee and obtain their input.  

Councilman Thompson stated that if Councilman Pizzi would care to amend his motion to refer the idea with the Economic Development Committee, he would second the motion.  The Mayor agreed and stated that its not only about bringing in new business, but keeping the old ones here.
Councilman Pizzi moved to refer his memo and recommendation to the Economic Development Committee for their input regarding waiving occupational license tax for the first year and come back to the Council with a full report.  Councilman Thompson seconded the motion.  

Councilman Meador mentioned that he would like to find out from the Economic Development Committee what the retention rate is like for existing businesses in Miami Lakes.  He suggested establishing a criterion to target businesses that will have an impact on the Miami Lakes economy.  He recommended that each member contact the committee or attend the meeting.
Following discussion, the motion carried unanimously.
