1. CALL TO ORDER – The Mayor called the meeting to order at 8:00 pm.
2. ROLL CALL - In addition to the Mayor, the following Council Members were present at roll call:  Mary Collins, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Robert Meador, Peter Thomson, and Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso.  The following staff members were also present:  Town Manager Alex Rey, Town Attorney Nina Boniske, and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza, Guedes Cole & Boniske, PA; and Town Clerk Beatris Arguelles, CMC.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Mayor led the pledge.
4. RESOLUTION:  The Town Clerk reminded the Council that a Resolution was added to the agenda from the May 11, 2004 Regular Council Meeting.
Councilwoman Collins moved to add the Elderly Affairs Committee Resolution to the agenda.  Mayor Slaton seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, PERTAINING TO LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF PROVISIONS RELATING TO GENERAL PROVISIONS, DECISION-MAKING AND ADMINISTRATIVE BODIES AND DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL PROCEDURES, ALL AS INCLUDED IN EXHIBIT A HEREIN;  PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING PROVISIONS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE TOWN CODE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE - Town Attorney Michael Marrero read the ordinance by title.
