1. CALL TO ORDER – The Mayor called the meeting to order at 8:45 pm.
2. ROLL CALL – In addition to the Mayor, the following Council Members were present at roll call:  Mary Collins, Robert Meador, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Peter Thomson, and Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso. The following staff members were also present:  Town Manager Alex Rey, Town Attorney Nina Boniske and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza, Guedes Cole & Boniske, PA.
3. PROPOSED ORDINANCE – PUBLIC HEARING:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA PERTAINING TO LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF PROVISIONS RELATING TO SINGLE FAMILY AND TWO FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, PERMITTED AND ACCESSORY USES, SETBACKS, BUILDING HEIGHTS, AND LOT COVERAGE, ALL AS INCLUDED IN EXHIBIT “A” HEREIN; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING PROVISIONS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE TOWN CODE AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE – Town Attorney Michael Marrero read the ordinance by title.

Councilwoman Collins moved to adopt the ordinance.  Councilman Thomson seconded the motion for discussion.

The Mayor opened the floor to the public hearing. The following residents addressed the Council:  Angela Garrison.  Hearing no additional comments from the public, the Mayor closed the public hearing and reopened the LPA Meeting.
Town Planner Armando Valdes addressed the residents’ concerns regarding waterfront properties and their setbacks.  He cited that the property lines in the rear are measured from the platted property line and you cannot build beyond the top of the slope or the tie line.  He noted that the entire lot, to the water’s edge, would be used to determine the lot coverage. 

Councilman Pizzi suggested limiting garage sales to four days per year, and moved an amendment to the Motion to include the limitation.  Councilman Thomson seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
Councilwoman Collins called the question on the original motion, as amended, and the motion carried unanimously upon roll call vote of the Council.
4. ADJOURNMENT:  The Mayor adjourned the meeting at 9:10 pm.
