1. CALL TO ORDER: The Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:45 pm.
2. ROLL CALL: In addition to the Mayor, the following Council Members were present at roll call:  Robert Meador, Michael Pizzi, and Peter Thompson.  The following staff members were also present:  Town Manager Alex Rey, Town Attorney Nina Boniske and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza, Guedes Cole & Boniske, PA; and Town Clerk Beatris Arguelles, CMC.

3. ORDINANCE FOR SECOND READING– PUBLIC HEARING
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, PERTAINING TO THE LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE; PROVIDING FOR ADOPTION OF PROVISIONS FOR SINGLE FAMILY AND TWO FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS RELATED TO ALLOWABLE ENCROACHMENTS INTO REQUIRED YARDS AND EXCEPTIONS TO THE MAXIMUM PERMITTED HEIGHTS, ALL AS INCLUDED IN EXHIBIT “A” HEREIN; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING PROVISIONS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE TOWN CODE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE (First Reading July 08, 2004)

The Town Attorney read the ordinance by title.

The Mayor opened the public hearing.  Hearing no members of the public in favor of or in opposition to the ordinance, the Mayor closed the public hearing and re-opened the Zoning meeting.

Councilman Thompson moved adoption of the ordinance on second reading.  Councilman Meador seconded the motion.

Councilman Pizzi requested clarification as to the term “accessory building.”  Mr. Valdes noted that “accessory building” is one that is not the main use of the property but rather that it is detached from the property such as a gazebo.  Councilman Pizzi further asked Mr. Valdes to discuss the changes from the county code.  Mr. Valdes mentioned that the county code allowed for accessory buildings to be as high as the main structure and that the proposed code limits the accessory building to one-story high.  He also mentioned that the setback is being changed from 7 ½ feet to 5 feet.  Per Councilman Pizzi’s inquiry, Town Manager Alex Rey noted that residents with existing structures that are legal under the county code would be allowed to keep their accessory buildings.

Following discussion, the motion carried unanimously upon roll call.

STORSAFE AT MIAMI LAKES REPLAT
A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, APPROVING THE “STORSAFE AT MIAMI LAKES” PLAT, BEING A REPLAT OF A PORTION OF TRACT “B”, “MIAMI LAKES BUSINESS PARK SECTION ONE”, ACCORDING TO THE PLAT THEREOF AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 126 AT PAGE 54 OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF MIAMI DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE - The Town Attorney read the resolution by title.

The Town Clerk swore in the applicants and those who would testify at the hearing.
Mr. Armando Valdes advised the council that staff is recommending approval of the replat.  He noted that county concurrency has been met.
The applicant gave a brief presentation and requested approval of the replat.
The Mayor opened the public hearing.   Hearing no members of the public in favor of or in opposition to the project, the Mayor closed the public hearing and re-opened the Zoning meeting.  

Councilwoman Simon noted a correction to be made to the Resolution on section 2, at the end of the legal description.  She mentioned that it currently reads that “The plat is granted exclusively to the applicant.”  She noted that it should read the “The plat is granted.”  

Councilman Meador moved for approval of the resolution as corrected.  Councilman Pizzi seconded the motion, which carried unanimously, upon roll call.
