1. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 7:22 p.m.

2. ROLL CALL:  In addition to Mayor Slaton, the following Council Members were present at roll call:  Mary Collins, Peter Thomson and Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso.  The following staff members were also present:  Town Manager Alex Rey, Interim Town Clerk Meighan Pier, and Town Attorneys Gil Patoriza and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza, Guedes, Cole & Bonsike, P.A.

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  The Mayor led the pledge.

4. PUBLIC HEARINGS:
Councilwoman Collins moved to change the order of the hearings, hearing items 4 (C), (A) and then hear item 4 (B).  Seconded by Councilman Thomson.  All voted in favor.  The Motion carried (4-0).

Attorney Marrero provided a brief report regarding quasi-judicial procedures and posting requirements having been met.

A. File #ZV 04-06 – AMC Delancey Lakes Plaza Partners; Lakes Plaza Office Building – 8181 NW 154 Street:  Clifton Hayward, representative of the applicant, 8181 NW 154 Street, requested deferral.

Councilwoman Collins moved to defer the matter to November 16.  Seconded by Councilman Thomson.  All voted in favor.  The Motion carried (4-0).
B.
Final Plat – Dunhill Cove First Addition:  A resolution approving a replat of Tract 48 of “Florida Fruitlands Company’s Subdivision No 1” as recorded in the Plat Book 2, at Page 17 of the Public Records of Miami-Dade County, Florida.  The plat consists of sixteen (16) single family lots located south of 162nd Street between 83rd Place and 87th Avenue.  
Mr. Armando Valdes, Town Planner, provided staff report.  He advised that staff recommends deferral.
Councilwoman Collins moved to defer the matter to November 16.  Seconded by Councilman Thomson.  All voted in favor.  The Motion carried (4-0).
C.
File # C-04-01 Bodegon El Pimiento Corporation: 16403 NW 67 Avenue
The Interim Clerk swore in those individuals who wished to speak.

Mr. Valdes provided staff report.  The applicant seeks conditional use approval in order to locate a gourmet wine store 685’ from Miami Lakes Middle School and 1804’ from Our Lady of the Lakes Catholic Church.  He advised that staff recommends approval with the following conditions:
1. No liquor shall be sold or consumed on the premises. Wine may only be consumed within the store or sold in sealed bottles for takeout to be consumed off the property.

2. There shall be no dancing or entertainment other than background music (music that does not interfere with normal conversations) within the premises.

3. The applicant shall record the Resolution in the public records of the Clerk of the Circuit and County Court and shall return the original order to the Town Clerk before the Town grants approval of the alcoholic beverage license.

4. The applicant shall obtain a certificate of use and a Town occupational license within one year of the date of this approval.  If a certificate of use and a Town occupational license is not obtained or an extension granted within the prescribed time limit then this approval shall become null and void.
Attorney Felix Lasarte of the law firm of Ackerman, Senterfitt, representing the applicants was recognized.  He provided a letter from the Landlord stating that they do not object to the filing of the application for variance.  He described the intended business.  Mr. Lasarte further explained that the walking distance is further than actual distance for purposes of this application, as the distance staff must measure is a straight line.  He provided a Transportation Analysis (traffic study) – Summary of Trip Generation Calculation.  

Councilwoman Collins asked if the convenience store next to the proposed business sells wine.
Mr. Lasarte replied that it did, as did Cami’s restaurant and other establishments in the area.

Councilwoman Collins asked why the applicant would need permission.

Mr. Valdes explained that restaurants are exempt from the measurement provision.

Mr. Gus Abella, 7400 Miami Lakes Drive, spoke in opposition of the application.  He provided information from the Division of Corporation showing the corporation as inactive.

Mr. Neil J. Murphy, 6435 Lemon Tree Lane, spoke in opposition to the application.

Attorney Lasarte explained that the corporation will be reinstated; this is an administrative matter.  He explained that the proposed business will not be attractive to children, as it will be a high-end wine store, attracting an affluent clientle.  

The public hearing was closed at 7:50 p.m.

Councilwoman Collins noted that the restaurants in the same area are selling beer and wine closer to the school and church than this establishment would.

Vice Mayor Alonso concurred, adding that he is familiar with the concept and this establishment will not be drawing children’s interest.
Councilwoman Collins moved to approve the application.  Seconded by Vice Mayor Alonso.  All voted in favor.  The Motion carried (4-0).
