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1. CALL TO ORDER: Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso called the meeting to order at 7:21 pm.
2. ROLL CALL: Mayor Wayne Slaton was absent, in the absence of the Mayor, Vice Mayor chaired the meeting. In addition to the Vice Mayor, the following Council members were present at roll call: Peter Thomson, Robert Meador, and Michael Pizzi.  The following staff members were also present: Town Manager, Alex, Rey, Town Attorneys Nina Boniske and Michael Marrero of the law firm Weiss, Serota, Helfman Pastoriza, Guedes Cole & Boniske, PA, Deputy Town Clerk, Evelyn Roig; and Town Planner Armando Valdes. 
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Vice Mayor Alonso lead the pledge of allegiance. 
4. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

A. Final Plat – Dunnhill Cove First Addition – Continued from October 14th meeting

A resolution approving a replat of Tract 48 of “Florida Fruitlands Company’s Subdivision No. 1 as recorded in the Plat Book 2, at Page 17 of the Public Records of Miami-Dade County, Florida.  The plat consists of sixteen (16) single family lots located south of 162nd street between 83rd Place and 87th Avenue.
 
The Deputy Town Clerk swore in all speakers.  The Town Attorney read the resolution by title. 


The Vice Mayor opened the public hearing.  Town Planner, Armando Valdes gave a brief background, description and recommendations.  


Applicant’s Attorney Melissa Tapanes of law firm Bercow & Radell made a presentation. 

Vice Mayor Alonso opened the public hearing in favor or opposition of the resolution.  There were no speakers on the resolution.  The Vice Mayor closed this public hearing and re-opened the zoning meeting.


Mr.  Lowell Dunn Jr. II, brought two typos on the agenda, Dunnhill was spelled incorrectly. 

Councilman Pizzi had a question in regards to the conditions of selling of the lots until all conditions are met.  Is this typically a routine? The Town Manager stated that according to Rey Villar, Zoning Consultant, this approach has been used several times by the County and it was suggested for us to do it. Pizzi made a motion to approve resolution with staff’s recommendation.


Councilman Meador asked the applicant if the height of the wall will remain the same size as the existing wall and will it be painted.   Applicant stated that it will be the same height and color.

Councilman Thomson addressed the applicant in regards to planting of green areas between the sidewalk and the wall.  Councilman Thomson would like for this to be taken into consideration. 


Town Attorney asked the applicant be agreeable if we change condition no. 1 to say “the continuation southward of the existing concrete/block/stucco masonry wall at a uniform height and color”.  The language was agreed by the applicant and it will be added to condition no. 1. 

Councilman Pizzi moved for adoption of resolution as amended.  Councilman Thomson seconded motion. Motion carried unanimously, upon roll call.
B. File# ZV 04-06 - AMC Delancey Lakes Plaza Partners; Lakes Plaza Office Building, 8181 NW 154th Street - Continued from October 14th meeting

The applicant is requesting a variance in order to locate a 60.79 sq. ft. wall sign with copy reading “COLONIAL BANK”, a 38.5 sq. ft. wall sign with copy reading “NSI INSURANCE GROUP” and a 37.3 sq. ft. detached monument sign at the subject property.  The Town Attorney read the resolution by title.


Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, stated that first is whether the applicant wants to go forward or not. Under the code for a variance, they a majority of the Council present to grant a variance if you find a hardship. If they do not find a hardship and you go to the next level which is practical difficulty, they you need five Council members to vote.

Applicant’s representative expressed their desire to defer this item to the next regular Council meeting. 

Councilman Pizzi moved motion to bring this item back at the next regular Council meeting prior to the regular Council meeting. Councilman Thomson seconded motion.
Motion carries unanimously
