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1. CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 6:10 p.m.
2. ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following Councilmembers present: Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Roberto Alonso, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton.  Councilmember Robert Meador was absent.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Mayor Wayne Slaton led the pledge of allegiance.
4.  ORDINANCE – PUBLIC HEARING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER 33, ARTICLE VI SIGNS AND CREATING ARTICLE 9.0 SIGNS; PROVIDING FOR PURPOSE, DEFINITIONS, GENERAL REQUIREMENTS, SIGNS ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS PRE-EXISTING NON-CONFORMING SIGNS AND ADMINISTRATION.  (Rey) 
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the process of writing the code to replace the current Miami Dade County code.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Robin Beamon spoke in opposition to the ordinance and requested that the ordinance be put on hold until members of her neighborhood had an opportunity for input.
Mirtha Mendez spoke in opposition and in particular the limitation on political signs.
Miriam Mendoza spoke against signs.
Gus Abella was in agreement with previous speakers.
George Lopez asked for the ordinance to be deferred and requested that the Council meet with resident of West Lakes to discuss.

Anselmo Gil spoke in opposition to the ordinance asked that it be deferred.
Kathleen Fleming spoke in opposition to the political sign section and asked that action on the ordinance be deferred.
Angela Garrison, President of Miami Lakes Civic Association, spoke about sign sizes and congratulated the Mayor and Council on the passage of HB 876.
Jeanne White spoke in opposition to temporary signs.

Tim Daubert, President of the Lake Carol Homeowner’s Association spoke against making sign ordinance less stringent.
Bob Echols spoke about political signs.
Sandra Fagan spoke against unlimited political signs and asked about the display of flags.
There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the ordinance and it received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to add in F ii, “with the corporate logo permitted” to allow flags with the corporate logo.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion regarding page 16,   . . . except real estate open house events, to add “with the written consent of the property owner”.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi spoke about the process staff used to meet with members of the public for input leading up to the development of the ordinance.  He questioned the urgency to address the ordinance.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to defer action on the ordinance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.
Councilmember Roberto Alonso asked about having more public input.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, explained that the second reading of the ordinance does not have to be held next month and suggested that there could be more public input in the meantime. 

Councilmember Roberto Alonso withdrew his second to the motion.  Councilmember Nancy Simon offered a second to Councilmember Michael Pizzi’s motion to defer.
Mayor Wayne Slaton spoke in opposition of the deferral.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll on the motion to defer and it failed 4-2 with the Councilmembers Roberto Alonso, Richard Pulido, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition and Councilmembers Michael Pizzi and Nancy Simon voting in favor.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi spoke regarding the restrictive way the ordinance addresses political signs and his apprehension to pass an ordinance that might lead to future litigation.  He made a motion to ask the Town Staff to reword that section of the ordinance so that it would be less restrictive.  The motion received a second from Vice 
Mayor Mary Collins.  The Mayor called for the vote and all were in favor.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi spoke about the definition of signs, insignia or emblems.  He felt that the language was overbroad.  He made a motion to ask Town Staff to rewrite that portion so that it would not be overbroad.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
Councilmember Richard Pulido called attention to colors on signs.  He made a motion to have Town Staff reconsider two colors on signs.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Mary Collins.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to favorably recommend on first reading to the Zoning Board.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and the motion passed 4-2 with Councilmembers Richard Pulido, Roberto Alonso, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in favor and Councilmembers Michael Pizzi and Nancy Simon voting against.
     5.  ADJOURNMENT:  The meeting adjourned at 10 p.m.
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
