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1.  CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Slaton at

     8:10 p.m.
2.  ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following

Councilmembers in attendance:  Robert Meador, Roberto Alonso, Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, and Mayor Wayne Slaton.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins was absent.
3.  ORDINANCES – FIRST READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, DELETING CHAPTER 33, SECTION 33-35.1 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL USES AND CREATING DIVISION 4.16 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES IN THE RU-1 AND RU-TH DISTRICTS; ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE TO BE IMPLEMENTED TO BRING ADDITIONS OR REPAIRS WHICH HAVE NOT RECEIVED PERMITS OR CERTIFICATES OF COMPLETION INTO COMPLIANCE WITH THE CODE; PROVIDING SUCH REPAIRS OR ADDITIONS COMPLY WITH THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE CURRENTLY IN EFFECT, SUBJECT TO PROCEDURE SET FORTH IN ORDINANCE; REQUIRING CERTIFICATION FROM ARCHITECTS, ENGINEERS, OR MASTERS IN THE TRADES.  (Rey)  
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, stated that there was a positive recommendation from the LPA with amendments.  A motion for adoption of the ordinance was made by Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson read the quasi-judicial statement and stated that ex-parte communications have been filed with the Town Clerk.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, swore in all those wishing to testify.
A. A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION  5.9.B.1.A AND DIVISION 4.2.E OF THE TOWN CODE TO PERMIT A FENCE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT ON THE SIDE STREET PROPERTY LINE WITH A ZERO (0’) FOOT SETBACK WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED (THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 15633 N.W. 81 COURT, MIAMI LAKES.  (Rey) Page 14
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained that this item had been deferred from the May meeting, presented a letter to the Town Council from the homeowner’s association in support of the variance, and stated that staff does not recommend adoption of the resolution.

The owner of the property was not in attendance. Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Gloria Velazquez, a neighbor, stated she had been asked by the owner to speak.  She spoke in favor of the variance.  
There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso made a motion to approve the resolution with the standard conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon.  
Councilmember Robert Meador questioned the position of the fence and made an amendment that the fence not go all the way to the sidewalk and the concrete be 24 inches.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso accepted the amendment to the motion.
Mayor Wayne Slaton called for a vote on the amendment and all were in favor.  There being no further discussion, Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll on the amended motion and all were in favor.
B.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL  [APPROVING/ DENYING] A VARIANCE FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE Division 5.9.B.1.b., of the Town Code for Single Family and Two Family Residences On properties abutting lakefronts, fences or walls are not permitted beyond the top of the slope toward the lake, or waterside of the survey tie line To permit a fence, nine feet six inches (9’-6”’) beyond the top of the slope toward the lake, or waterside of the survey tie line for a property LOCATED AT 6475 SOUTH MIAMI LAKEWAY.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, stated that staff recommended approval of the variance.  

Applicant, Cynthia Sanchez, spoke in favor of the variance and presented letters of support from her neighbors. Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  
Councilmember Robert Meador made a motion to adopt the resolution with staff recommendations.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Nancy Simon. Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
C.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL APPROVING REQUESTED SITE PLAN APPROVAL FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TOWN DEVELOPMENT CODE TO PERMIT A PROPOSED OFFICE BUILDING DEVELOPMENT IN THE IU-C (INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT CONDITIONAL) FOR A +/- 0.91 acre site located in the IU-C (Industrial District Conditional); legally described as (MIAMI LAKES IND PARK SEC 10 PB 118-33 LOT 19 BLK 1 LOT SIZE 39600 SQ FT F/A/U 30-2022-006-0190 OR 21048-2270 0203 1.  (Rey)  
Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained that the Town Engineer has reviewed this item for concurrency and that staff is supportive of approval of the resolution subject to conditions.
Attorney, Javier Vasquez, spoke on behalf of the project and assured the Town Council that he is in support of the conditions.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Councilmember Richard Pulido made a motion for approval of the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Robert Meador.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
D.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL APPROVING A CONDITIONAL USE PURSUANT TO DIVISION 3.3 OF THE TOWN LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE IN ORDER TO Waive Section 33.150 of the Town Code for Spacing Requirements as applied to the on premises sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages located within the Park Centre Shops Shopping Center which is in west miami lakes on the west side of the palmetto expressway, south of n.w. 154 street and west of n.w. 79 court.  (rey)  
Town Attorney, Melissa Anderson, read the title of the resolution and stated that ex-parte communication forms have been filed with the Town Clerk.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the resolution and conditions.
The applicant, Rafael Nodal, spoke in favor of the resolution.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Miriam Mendoza spoke in opposition to the resolution and the filing of ex-parte communication.
There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  
Councilmember Nancy Simon made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.

6.  Discussion


Review Procedures for Variance and Site Plan Approvals    
Town Manager, Alex Rey, indicated that staff is seeking guidance from the Town Council regarding the procedure for variance and site plan approvals.
Councilmember Richard Pulido spoke in favor of minimizing bureaucracy.  Councilmember Nancy Simon suggested some items could be handled by staff who could then inform the Council.  Councilmember Robert Meador spoke of his concern of adding another layer to the process.  Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, explained how another Board could be utilized in the process.  Councilmember Richard Pulido stated his support of another board with an appeal to the Town Council, suggested this might be a good topic for a workshop and collection of data from how this is handled by other communities.
Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, explained that staff is looking for direction from the Town Council at this meeting in order to come back to a future meeting with amendments to the Town Code.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to make amendments to the Town Code to eliminate the need for a public hearing if there was prior zoning approval and concurrency rights.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.
Councilmember Nancy Simon clarified that this should include variances.  Mayor Wayne Slaton clarified that this was in regard to site plan approvals.  Councilmember Michael Pizzi explained that the motion is intended to apply to all.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, stated that she is requesting an executive session be scheduled in the case of the Town of Miami Lakes v. Miami-Dade County, in the 11th Judicial Circuit Court of Miami-Dade County.
