1.  CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Slaton at

     6:45 p.m.
2.  ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following
     Councilmembers in attendance:  Robert Meador, Roberto Alonso, Richard Pulido,
     Michael Pizzi, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton.
     Councilmember Nancy Simon was absent.
     Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the quasi-judicial statement.  Town Clerk, 
     Debra Eastman, swore in anyone wishing to testify.
3. ORDINANCES – FIRST READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, AMENDING, ARTICLE 2. DECISION MAKING AND ADMINISTRATIVE BODIES AND ARTICLE 3. DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL PROCEDURES TO EXCEMPT SITE PLAN APPLICATIONS THAT HAVE VESTED RIGHTS OR CONCURRENCY FROM A QUASI-JUDICIAL PUBLIC HEARING BEFORE THE TOWN COUNCIL AND TO DEFINE “POTENTIAL AREA-WIDE IMPACTS” TO CLARIFY SITE PLAN APPLICATIONS THAT ARE SUBJECT TO A QUASI-JUDICIAL PUBLIC HEARING. (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the ordinance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
4.  ORDINANCES – SECOND READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, DELETING CHAPTER 33, SECTION 33-35.1 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL USES AND CREATING DIVISION 4.16 HURRICANE RELIEF REGARDING EXISTING AND NONCONFORMING RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES IN THE RU AND RU-TH DISTRICTS; ESTABLISHING PROCEDURES TO BE IMPLEMENTED TO BRING STRUCTURES WHICH HAVE NOT RECEIVED PERMITS OR CERTIFICATES OF COMPLETION INTO COMPLIANCE WITH THE CODE; PROVIDING SUCH STRUCTURES COMPLY WITH THE FLORIDA BUILDING CODE CURRENTLY IN EFFECT, SUBJECT TO THE PROCEDURE SET FORTH IN ORDINANCE. (Pizzi)

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the ordinance and suggested that there be new wording added to modify language reference to awning and patio coverings.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.
Claudia Spetsiotis spoke in favor of adoption of the ordinance.
Bob Whittington spoke in favor of the adoption of the ordinance.

Anthony Musto spoke in favor of the adoption of the ordinance.

Mayor Wayne Slaton stated he is in receipt of a letter from Armando Valdes in opposition to the ordinance and placed it on file with the Town Clerk.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to adopt the ordinance with the amendment suggested by Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
5.  RESOLUTIONS:

A.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.3.A.2 TO PERMIT AN ACCESSORY STORAGE SHED IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT WITH (1) 100 SQUARE FEET OF TOTAL AREA WHERE THE TOWN LDC ALLOWS 30 SQUARE FEET OF AREA PER STRUCTURE; AND (2) 9 FEET 6 INCHES IN HEIGHT WHERE THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT IS 5 FEET, (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 8375 MENTEITH TERRACE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, stated that staff does not support the adoption of the resolution.  

The applicant, Olga and Lawrence Arnold, spoke in favor of the variance.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi spoke in favor of the variance.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, indicated that if the variance is adopted, the applicant would still require a building permit.

Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to adopt the resolution, adding that trees be planted to block the shed from view on NW 154th Street and that the applicant comply with the building code.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Mary Collins.  Mayor Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
Councilmember Robert Meador left the meeting.  Councilmember Richard Pulido left the meeting.

B.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.3A.2 TO PERMIT AN ACCESSORY STORAGE SHED IN THE RU-1Z ZONING DISTRICT WITH (1) 100 SQUARE FEET OF TOTAL AREA WHERE THE TOWN CODE  ALLOWS 30 SQUARE FEET OF AREA PER STRUCTURE; AND (2) 10 FEET IN HEIGHT WHERE THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT IS 5 FEET, (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 15155 NW 89 COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FINDINGS; PROVIDING FOR [APPROVAL/APPROVAL WITH CONDITIONS/DENIAL]; PROVIDING FOR APPEAL.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request, stated that staff recommends denial due to the size and the height and informed the Town Council that an objection has been filed.   
Mayor Wayne Slaton stated that the meeting could not continue with only four members present and that due to number of Councilmembers in attendance it would be necessary to have a finding of hardship for adoption of the resolution.  Councilmember Richard Pulido returned to the meeting and Mayor Wayne Slaton continued.
The applicant, Ernesto Valdes, showed photos of the shed and spoke in favor of adoption of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to deny the variance request.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.
Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, advised that the property owner who filed the objection is not directly affected; therefore, the Town Council could approve the variance on practical difficulty.

Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll on the motion to deny and it passed 4-1 with Councilmembers Roberto Alonso, Richard Pulido, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in favor and Councilmember Michael Pizzi voting in opposition.
C.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 4.2.E TO PERMIT AN ACCESSORY STRUCTURE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT WITH (1) 248 SQUARE FEET OF TOTAL AREA WHERE THE CODE ALLOWS 150 SQUARE FEET OF AREA PER STRUCTURE; (2) A PLAYHOUSE SWING SET THAT IS SETBACK 3 FEET 6 INCHES FROM THE RU-1 REQUIRED REAR PROPERTY LINE WHERE 5 FEET IS REQUIRED AND (3) A PLAYHOUSE SWING SET THAT IS SETBACK 3 FEET 8 INCHES FROM THE RU-1 REQUIRED INTERIOR SIDE PROPERTY LINE WHERE 5 FEET IS REQUIRED (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 13948 LAKE GEORGE COURT,  MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FINDINGS; PROVIDING FOR [APPROVAL/APPROVAL WITH CONDITIONS/DENIAL]; PROVIDING FOR APPEAL.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance, stated that staff is supportive of adoption with conditions and that an objection had been filed from an adjacent property owner. 
Applicant, Christine Cruz, spoke in favor of adoption of the resolution and presented a petition in favor signed by several neighbors.
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.

Councilmember Richard Pulido made a motion to adopt the resolution with staff recommendations.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Mary Collins.
Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
D.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] VARIANCE(S) FILED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 6.5.B.6.c TO PERMIT AN EXISTING CHICKEE HUT ACCESSORY STRUCTURE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT WITH (1) 242 SQUARE FEET OF ROOFED AREA WHERE 150 SQUARE FEET OF ROOFED AREA PER STRUCTURE IS PERMITTED; (2) 19 FEET OF HEIGHT WHERE THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF AN OPEN SIDED STRUCTURE OR GAZEBO THAT IS PLACED WATERWARD OF THE TOP OF SLOPE IS NOT PERMITTED TO EXCEED 1 STORY WITH A MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF 15 FEET MEASURED FROM THE HEIGHT OF THE UNDISTURBED LAND WHERE IT IS PLACED; (3) 242 SQUARE FEET OF DECK AREA WATERWARD OF THE TOP OF SLOPE WHERE 225 SQUARE FEET OF DECK AREA IS PERMITTED; AND (4) 50 INCHES OF MAXIMUM HEIGHT, WHERE THE MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF DECKS WATERWARD OF THE TOP OF SLOPE THAT DO NOT ALTER THE ESTABLISHED SLOPE IS NOT PERMITTED TO EXCEED A MAXIMUM HEIGHT OF 18 INCHES MEASURED AT ANY POINT ALONG THE DECK, (COLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 14021 LEANING PINE DRIVE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FINDINGS; PROVIDING FOR [APPROVAL/APPROVAL WITH CONDITIONS/DENIAL.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request and stated ex-parte communications are on file with the Town Clerk.
Applicant, Raymond and Libia Coto spoke in favor of the variance and presented a petition of approval signed by their neighbors.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
