1. CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Slaton at 7:44 p.m.

3.  ORDINANCE – FIRST READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES’ COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO PROVIDE FOR THE NECESSARY PROVISIONS FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL CONCURRENCY; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE EDUCATION FACILITIES ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL COORDINATION ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS AND ALL OTHER UNITS OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT OR GOVERNMENTAL AGENCIES REQUIRED BY LAW. Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, read the title of the ordinance and suggested that the public hearing be opened in order to allow their concerns to be incorporated into the second reading of the ordinance.  Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, introduced Attorney, Susan Travarthern, of her firm, Weiss, Serota, Helfmann & Pastoriza, Cole & Boniske, P.L.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained that state statute requires implementation on an ordinance by the end of 2008.  Attorney, Susan Traverthern, explained that the statute requires amending the plan, updating the school interlocal agreement and updating the land development regulations.
David Young from Town Engineering Firm, Kimley-Horn and Associates, who has been involved in the preparation of the ordinance, explained the purpose of the ordinance and his review.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the ordinance.
