1.  CALL TO ORDER: The meeting was called to order by Mayor Wayne Slaton at
     8:20 p.m.
2.  ROLL CALL:  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll with the following
     Councilmembers in attendance:  Roberto Alonso, Robert Meador, Richard Pulido,
     Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton.
3.  ORDINANCES – FIRST READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES’ COMPREHENSIVE PLAN TO PROVIDE FOR THE NECESSARY PROVISIONS FOR PUBLIC SCHOOL CONCURRENCY; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE EDUCATION FACILITIES ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTERGOVERNMENTAL COORDINATION ELEMENT; PROVIDING FOR TRANSMITTAL TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF COMMUNITY AFFAIRS AND ALL OTHER UNITS OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT OR GOVERNMENTAL AGENCIES REQUIRED BY LAW.  (Rey)

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the need for the ordinance and that it received a favorable recommendation from the LPA.  

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
4.  ORDINANCES – SECOND READING:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, AMENDING, ARTICLE 2. DECISION MAKING AND ADMINISTRATIVE BODIES AND ARTICLE 3. DEVELOPMENT APPROVAL PROCEDURES TO EXCEMPT SITE PLAN APPLICATIONS THAT HAVE VESTED RIGHTS OR CONCURRENCY FROM A QUASI-JUDICIAL PUBLIC HEARING BEFORE THE TOWN COUNCIL AND TO DEFINE “POTENTIAL AREA-WIDE IMPACTS” TO CLARIFY SITE PLAN APPLICATIONS THAT ARE SUBJECT TO A QUASI-JUDICIAL PUBLIC HEARING.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the ordinance.  Councilmember Roberto Alonso made a motion to adopt the ordinance.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the ordinance.  
Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, called the roll and all were in favor.
5.  RESOLUTIONS:

A.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA APPROVING THE QUOTATION AND PROPOSAL FROM COLUMBIA EQUIPMENT COMPANY INC., FOR THE PURCHASE OF FIVE (5) NEW BUS SHELTERS ALONG NW 60TH AVENUE; WAIVING PROCUREMENT PROCEDURES. (Rey) 

Town Attorney, Nina Boniske, read the title of the resolution.  Town Manager, Alex Rey, indicated that action on this item must be taken by September 30, 2007 in order to earmark the funds.  
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to adopt the resolution.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Roberto Alonso.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.

B.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] A VARIANCE SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.9.B(1)(b) TO PERMIT A FENCE IN THE RU-1 ZONING DISTRICT, 23 FEET 6 SIX INCHES BEYOND THE TOP OF THE SLOPE TOWARD THE LAKE OR WATERSIDE OF THE SURVEY LINE, REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”, FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 6860 LOCH NESS DRIVE, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the quasi-judicial statement.  Town Clerk, Debra Eastman, swore in those wishing to testify.  

Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the variance request and stated that staff recommends denial.

Applicant, John and Silva Dias, spoke in support of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  Armando Mendez, a neighbor on the other side of the lake, spoke in support.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to defer the variance until the October 16, 2007 Zoning Meeting in order to obtain homeowner’s association input.   The motion received a second from Mayor Wayne Slaton.
Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and the motion failed 2-5 with Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in favor and Councilmembers  Richard Pulido, Nancy Simon, Michael Pizzi, Roberto Alonso and Robert Meador voting in opposition.
Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to reject the recommendation of staff and approve the variance subject to the standard conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Richard Pulido.  Mayor Slaton called for the vote and the motion passed 5-2 with Vice Mayor Mary Collins and Councilmembers Richard Pulido, Roberto Alonso, Michael Pizzi and Nancy Simon in favor and  Councilmember Robert Meador and Mayor Wayne Slaton voting in opposition.
C.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] VARIANCES SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISIONS 5.3.A.1 AND 6.6.E TO PERMIT ACCESSORY BOAT STORAGE AND LATE REGISTRATION IN THE RU-1Z ZONING DISTRICT WITH 0 FEET SETBACK FROM THE RU-1Z REQUIRED SIDE STREET (SOUTH) PROPERTY LINE WHERE 15 FEET IS REQUIRED (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 14064 NW 88TH COURT, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained this is a late boat registration, the configuration of the property and that staff recommends approval with conditions.

Applicant, Ramon Cabrera, spoke in support.

Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.

Carlos Martinez spoke in favor.

Joaquin Cabrera spoke in favor.  There being no one else wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.
Councilmember Michael Pizzi made a motion to adopt the resolution with the standard conditions.  The motion received a second from Vice Mayor Mary Collins.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
D.  A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL [APPROVING/APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS/ DENYING] A VARIANCE SUBMITTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH DIVISION 3.5 OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE TO WAIVE DIVISION 5.2.A.3 TO PERMIT AN EXISTING GAZEBO ACCESSORY BUILDING IN THE  RU-1Z ZONING DISTRICT WITH (1) A 2.7 FOOT REAR (NORTH) PROPERTY LINE SETBACK WHERE 5 FEET IS REQUIRED; AND (2) A 2.2 FOOT INTERIOR SIDE (EAST) PROPERTY LINE SETBACK WHERE 5 FEET IS REQUIRED (COLLECTIVELY REFERRED TO AS THE “VARIANCE”), FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 8831 NW 142ND STREET, MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA.  (Rey)
Town Attorney, Nancy Stuparich, read the title of the resolution.  Director of Planning and Zoning, Maria Crowley, explained the application and that staff recommends adoption of the resolution.

Applicant, Richard Delgado, spoke in support of the variance.  Mayor Wayne Slaton opened the public hearing.  There being no one wishing to speak, Mayor Wayne Slaton closed the public hearing.  

Vice Mayor Mary Collins made a motion to approve the resolution with conditions.  The motion received a second from Councilmember Michael Pizzi.  Mayor Wayne Slaton called for the vote and all were in favor.
