1. CALL TO ORDER – The Vice Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

(First Reading July 9, 2002) Town Attorney Nancy Stroud read the Ordinance by title and gave a report on the purpose of the Ordinance.  She noted that the Ordinance strikes inapplicable provisions in the Code and provides a procedure for appealing zoning  decisions.
Councilwoman Collins moved adoption of the Ordinance on second reading.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion.
The Vice Mayor opened the public hearing.  There were no residents speaking in favor of or in opposition to the Ordinance, therefore, the Vice Mayor closed the Public Hearing and reopened the regular meeting. 
Councilwoman Collins asked whether or not the provisions regarding “grandfathering” be included in the Ordinance.  Town Attorney noted that the provisions regarding grandfathering has not changed and therefore were still in effect.  Councilwoman Collins suggested that the provisions regarding “grandfathering” be distributed to the Council for their edification.  The question was called.  On a roll call vote, the motion carried unanimously (6-0)
Prior to hearing the Variances, the Town Attorney read the following statement into the record:
The next items on the Agenda are quasi-judicial in nature.  If any member of the public wishes to object or comment upon these items, then please inform the Clerk by filling out a speakers’ card.  You will be required to be sworn in before addressing the Town Council and you may be subject to cross-examination.  If you refuse to submit to cross-examination, the Town Council will not consider your testimony.  Each person who fills out a card will be given an opportunity to speak on the item after the applicant and staff have made their presentations to the Town Council.  The general public will not be permitted to cross-examine witnesses, but the public may request the Council to ask questions of staff or witnesses on their behalf.  Persons representing organizations must present evidence of their authority to speak for the organization.  The material in the Town Council’s agenda backup for these items will be considered evidence without authentication.

A panel of judges of the Third District Court of Appeals recently issued a statement that the standard for non-use variances in the Code of Miami Dade County is legally insufficient.  Miami-Dade County vs. Vrennan, 802 So. 2d 1154 (Florida 3rd District Court of Appeals 2001).  Although the Court’s decision is not binding on the Town of Miami Lakes for several reasons, it is the Town Attorney’s opinion that any non-use variance issued under that standard, which is effective in the Town, would be unlikely to be sustained at this time if challenged.  The Town Attorney is developing a new standard that will address the Court’s concerns.  While the new standard is being developed, applicants are advised that any non-use variance granted under the existing standard is subject to being reversed in the courts.  An applicant wishing to avoid the legal risks associated with going forward under the existing standard may seek a deferral until the new standard is developed.
