1. CALL TO ORDER – Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
2. INVOCATION - Father Murphy, Our Lady of the Lakes Catholic Church offered the invocation.
3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Mayor led the Pledge.
4. INSTALLATION OF COUNCIL MEMBERS – Town Clerk Beatris M. Arguelles installed re-elected Council Members: Robert B. Meador, II, Michael Pizzi and Nancy Simon
5. ROLL CALL OF MEMBERS – In addition to the Mayor, and Council members Meador, Pizzi and Simon the following Council Members were present at roll call:    Peter Thomson, Mary Collins and Vice Mayor Roberto Alonso.  Staff members present were:  Town Manager Alex Rey; Nina Boniske and Nancy Stroud, Weiss, Serota, Helfman, Pastoriza & Guedes, P.A., Town Attorney; Henry Iler, Iler Planning Group, Town Planner; Larry Schwartz, Kimley-Horn & Associates, Town Engineer and Town Clerk Beatris M. Arguelles.
6. ORDER OF BUSINESS (DEFERRALS/ADDITIONS/DELETIONS) – Councilwoman Simon asked that the item of appointment of a Vice Mayor be added to the Agenda immediately following presentations and prior to the Consent Agenda.  Town Attorney asked that the Council add to the Agenda the Town Center Two – East Plat under Resolutions, Item No. 11.  Councilwoman Collins moved to accept the Order of Business as amended.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

SPECIAL PRESENTATIONS
Mayor Slaton presented Certificates of Recognition to Miami Lakes Celebrates America in the Park organizers George Amador, Barbara Baron, Marti Capodiferro, Esther Gastesi, Beth Geyer, Betty Meador, Felicia Salazar, and Robert Spano.

APPOINTMENT OF VICE MAYOR – Councilwoman Simon moved to appoint Councilman Meador as Vice Mayor.  Councilman Pizzi seconded the motion.  Councilman Meador declined the nomination and moved to maintain Roberto Alonso as Vice Mayor.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion.  The motion carried 5-2 with council members Pizzi and Simon voting against the motion.

CONSENT AGENDA – Councilwoman Collins moved to adopt the Consent Agenda.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

PUBLIC COMMENTS – Several Members of the public addressed the Council congratulating the Victors of the previous day’s election.
9.
ORDINANCES – FIRST READING – None were read.
10.
ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING 
A.
SUSPENDING COLLECTION OF SOLID WASTE FRANCHISE FEES (First Reading August 13, 2002) Town Attorney Nina Boniske read the Ordinance by title as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, AMENDING ORDINANCE NUMBER 01-09 “THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES COMMERCIAL AND MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE FRANCHISE ORDINANCE” BY AMENDING SECTION 1.11, “FRANCHISE FEE,” TO SUSPEND THE COLLECTION OF THE FRANCHISE FEE IMPOSED FOR COMMERCIAL AND MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL SOLID WASTE COLLECTION ACTIVITIES; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE CODE; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE 
Councilwoman Collins moved to adopt the Ordinance on Second Reading.  Councilman Pizzi seconded the motion.  Brief discussion ensued.  Councilman Pizzi announced that Commissioner Seijas has agreed to propose changes to the County’s Ordinance regarding the disposal fee which would allow for the Town to again begin collecting its franchise fee.  The motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.
The Mayor announced that the following two items (10(b) &(c) were a continuation of Council Discussion of September 24, 2002.
The Town Attorney read into the record the following statement:

“IN REFERENCE TO THE TOWN CODE, THE ITEMS FOR HEARING TODAY HAVE BEEN LEGALLY ADVERTISED IN THE NEWSPAPER, NOTICES HAVE BEEN MAILED AND THE PROPERTY HAS BEEN POSTED.  ADDITIONAL COPIES OF THE AGENDA ARE AVAILABLE HERE IN THE CHAMBERS.  THE RECORD OF THE HEARING ON THE APPLICATIONS INCLUDE THE DOCUMENTS PREPARED BY THE MIAMI DADE COUNTY DEPARTMENT OF PLANNING AND ZONING WHICH SERVES AS THE TOWN PLANNER.  ALL THESE DOCUMENTS ARE PHYSICALLY PRESENT TODAY AND ARE AVAILABLE TO THE INTERESTED PARTIES AND AVAILABLE TO THE MEMBERS OF THE TOWN COUNCIL AND STAFF WILL BE AVAILABLE THROUGHOUT THE HEARING. THE PUBLIC HAS HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO SPEAK AT TWO PREVIOUS HEARINGS. ALL TESTIMONY INCLUDING PUBLIC TESTIMONY HAS BEEN MADE AND WILL BE MADE HERE TODAY UNDER OATH OR ACCLAMATION AND EACH PERSON WHO GIVES TESTIMONY MAY BE SUBJECT TO CROSS-EXAMINATION.  IF YOU REFUSE TO SUBMIT TO CROSS-EXAMINATION, THE TOWN COUNCIL WILL BE INSTRUCTED NOT TO CONSIDER THE TESTIMONY. THE TOWN COUNCIL HAS COMPLETED EX-PARTE COMMUNICATION DISCLOSURE FORMS AND FILED THOSE FORMS WITH THE CLERK SEVEN DAYS IN ADVANCE OF THIS HEARING.  THEY DISCLOSE COMMUNICATIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATIONS TO BE HEARD TONIGHT AND ARE AVAILABLE FROM THE TOWN CLERK.  PERSONS REPRESENTING ORGANIZATIONS MUST PRESENT EVIDENCE OF THEIR AUTHORITY TO SPEAK FOR THE ORGANIZATION.  THE MATERIAL IN THE TOWN COUNCIL’S AGENDA BACKUP FOR THESE ITEMS WILL BE CONSIDERED EVIDENCE WITHOUT AUTHENTICATION.
Town Planner Henry Iler recommended approval of the Ordinance for small-scale land use amendments for parcels 1 and 2 (item 10(b) in a staff report dated October 9, 2002 which he outlined for the Council.  

Additionally, he recommended approval of the Ordinance for the Zoning District Boundary Change Application requests, including the proffered Declaration of Restrictions (as amended), subject to the following conditions:

1. Land use amendments to reconfigure the commercial parcel must be approved.

2. All adopted level-of-service standards for roadways and other public facilities serving the project must continue to be maintained throughout the development process.

3. NW 87th Avenue must be fully constructed and operational as a 4-lane, median divided roadway adjacent to this site and be continuous as a four-lane facility to the north and south of the property, prior to issuance of building permits for the 150th residential unit (or greater) or prior to the first certificate of use, completion or occupancy, which ever comes first.
4. Phase II of the NW 154th Street project from NW 89th Avenue to the western boundary of the Dunnwoody Tract must be constructed a s four-lane section and fully operational, pursuant to applicable Miami-Dade County Road standards prior to the issuance of building permits for the 150th residential unit (or greater).

5. The Dunnwoody site shall be developed in substantial compliance with the plans entitled “Dunnwoody Lake” as prepared by Robayna and Associates, Inc., consisting of Four (4) sheets labeled S-1, S-4 and S-5, dated last revised 10-02-02, Three (3) sheets labeled S-3, L-1 and L-3 dated last revised 09-18-02, One (1) Sheet labeled L-2 dated last revised 08-08-02, One (1) sheet labeled S-2 dated last revised 07-17-02, as well as the architectural plans consisting of 13 sheets, prepared by Arkidesign, Inc. and Albert Gonzalez and labeled A-1 thru !-7 dated 11-22-94 and undated and A-4 thru A-10 undated.    (attached hereto these fully executed minutes)
Discussion ensued among the Council regarding the proffered restrictions and the various items that had been left open from the previous meeting.  These included the Fire Station Site, Traffic and schools.

Barbara Matthews, Miami Dade County Fire & Rescue addressed the Council noting that a site has been identified and they will be working with the applicant on purchasing the property for the Fire Station.

Fred Schwartz relayed to the Council that the Applicant appeared to have met concurrency in accordance with Miami Dade County Traffic Standards.

Regarding the Schools, the applicant has proffered a donation to the Town to go toward schools within the Town.  Town Manager Rey noted that the Town would in turn enter into an interlocal agreement with the Schools, once specific projects have been identified.

The Town Attorney Read the Ordinances by title as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA PROVIDING RECITALS; PROVIDING FINDINGS; GRANTING THE REQUEST FOR A REZONING FROM AU TO RU-3M ON A 146.64± ACRE PARCEL LOCATED BETWEEN N.W. 154TH STREET AND 162ND STREET, WEST OF N.W. 87TH AVENUE; GRANTING THE REQUEST FOR A REZONING FROM AU TO BU-1A ON A 9.5± ACRE PARCEL LOCATED AT THE NORTHWEST CORNER OF N.W. 87TH AVENUE AND N.W. 154TH STREET; APPROVING THE SITE PLAN FOR A RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT; APPROVING THE SITE PLAN FOR A COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT; PROVIDING FOR CONDITIONS; PROVIDING FOR VIOLATION OF CONDITIONS; PROVIDING FOR RECORDING;  PROVIDING SEVERABILITY, EXCLUSION FROM THE CODE AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

Brief discussion continued after which Councilwoman Collins moved to approve both Ordinances with conditions recommended by staff and agreed to by the applicant.  Councilwoman Simon seconded the motion.  On a roll call vote the motion carried 5-2 with Council Members Meador and Pizzi voting against.

FARMS” IN SECTION 14 AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 28 AT PAGE 55, A PORTION OF TRACT 41, “FLORIDA FRUIT LANDS COMPANY’S SUBDIVISION No. 1” IN SECTION 13, TOGETHER WITH PORTIONS OF TRACTS 1, 2 AND 3 IN SECTION 23, AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 2, AT PAGE 17 AND PORTIONS OF TRACTS 13 AND 14, “CHAMBERS LAND COMPANY SUBDIVISION” OF THE NORTHWEST ½ OF SECTION 24 AS RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 2 AT PAGE 68, ALL OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF MIAMI DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA, LYING IN TOWNSHIP 52, SOUTH, RANGE 40 EAST, MIAMI DADE COUNTY, FLORIDA; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
The Town Attorney read the Resolution by title.  Councilwoman Simon moved to accept the Resolution.  Councilwoman Collins seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

1.
Appointments:  Beacon Council – Mayor Slaton appointed Councilwoman Mary Collins to serve as the Town’s Representative to the Beacon Council from October 1, 2002 through September 30, 2002.  Councilman Meador moved to approve the Mayor’s appointment.  Councilman Thomson seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

B.
MANAGER’S REPORT:

1.
Report on the “Fast and the Furious” – The Town Manager announced that the production company for the film the Fast and the Furious would be closing the Gratigny Expressway (East bound) on November 10th and 11th, noting that the closure may impact the Town’s traffic on those particular days.

2.
Update on the Royal Oaks fill project – The Manager announced that the site is being cleared, cut and de-mucked in preparation for the fill that would begin on the 17th.  He noted that the fill will begin on the North side of the property and work its way to the South. 


3.
State Legislative Agenda – The Manager requested that Council Members provide him with individual legislative priorities in order for him to put together a list for approval at the November meeting.  He also announced that he would be expediting a Request for Letters of Interest from lobbyists to assist the Town in the upcoming legislative session.

4.
Miami Lakes Park Improvements to Club House – The Manager announced that additional park improvements would be taking place due to the previously planned improvements having come in under budget.  The improvements include painting the clubhouse, replacing roof tiles, and other repairs to the structure.

Youth Activities Task Force – Councilwoman Collins announced the Haunted House would be taking place on Halloween night on Main Street and encouraged all to attend.  She noted that the Committee was planning more activities for the younger children.

NEW BUSINESS
A. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE – (Collins) Councilwoman Collins asked that the Council agree to have the Attorney draft a Resolution creating the Committee of 14 members consisting of Citizens and Business owners for the purpose of establishing a dialogue between the existing businesses in Miami Lakes and to look into brining in other industries to the Town.  She envisioned that the Committee would work closely with the Chamber of Commerce and the Beacon Council to advise the Council.
Brief discussion ensued, wherein Councilman Pizzi cautioned that the Committee should have a clear direction, that consideration be given to the limited staff available to address the needs of the Committee and that each Councilmember appoint a representative; Councilman Thomson concurred with Councilman Pizzi; Councilman Meador also concurred.

Councilwoman Collins moved to direct staff to draft the resolution considering the comments of the Council.  The motion was seconded by the Chair and carried unanimously.
