1. CALL TO ORDER - Mayor Wayne Slaton called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

3. INVOCATION/MOMENT OF SILENCE – Rev. David Southwell offered the invocation.
4. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – The Mayor led the pledge.
5. ORDER OF BUSINESS (DEFERRALS/ADDITIONS/DELETIONS) – Councilmember Collins  asked that  item 12(d) Committee Reports be moved to item 8 (renumber Item 8 to 8(a) Committee Reports  and 8(b)) Public Comments). Councilman Meador moved to adopt the Resolution.  Councilman Thomson seconded the motion.  On a roll call vote, the motion carried unanimously.

KIMLEY HORN PROJECT AGREEMENT – Work Authorization No. 02-06 – Royal Oaks Park Preliminary Design Services. – Councilman Meador clarified that the work order was not for the “design” of the Park but for the preliminary work to be done at the park, including the burm.

AND THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES FOR RELOCATION OF FILL, DE-MUCKING AND EARTHWORK SERVICES REQUIRED FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF ROYAL OAKS PARK; AUTHORIZING THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE AGREEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE TOWN; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
Councilmember Meador moved to adopt the resolution and approve the agreement.  The motion was seconded by the Chair and carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

JOINT USE AGREEMENT – Barbara Goleman High School.  Councilman Pizzi inquired as to whether or not this was a new agreement, different from a previous agreement with the school.  The Town Manager answered in the affirmative.

Councilwoman Collins moved to adopt the Ordinance on First Reading.  Vice Mayor Alonso seconded the motion.  On a roll call vote, the motion carried unanimously (6-0) Councilman Meador was absent from the dais.

BONUS ORDINANCE (Rey) The Town Attorney read the Ordinance by title as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING AN EXTRA COMPENSATION PROGRAM FOR EMPLOYEES OF THE TOWN; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN THE CODE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. Councilman Collins moved to adopt the Ordinance on First Reading.  Councilman Thomson Seconded the motion.  Councilwoman Simon moved to waive the rule regarding discussion of First Reading.  The motion was seconded and carried 6-1 with Councilwoman Collins dissenting.  Councilman Meador asked Town Manager Rey to recite the names of the current Town Employees.  In addition to himself, Mr. Rey recited the names of the Town Clerk, Beatris Arguelles, the Town Receptionist Lourdes Sosa and the Office Manager Joyce Norris.
The Main Motion to approve the Ordinance on first reading carried unanimously on a roll call vote.
C.
CAMPAIGN FINANCE (Slaton/Pizzi/Thomson) The Town Attorney read the Ordinance by title as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA CONCERNING ELECTION CAMPAIGN FINANCE; PROVIDING FOR RESTRICTIONS ON POLITICAL CONTRIBUTIONS BY VENDORS, CORPORATIONS, ASSOCIATIONS AND INDIVIDUALS TO CANDIDATES SEEKING ELECTION TO THE MIAMI LAKES TOWN COUNCIL; PROVIDING FOR FINES AND FORFEITURE OF PROHIBITED CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE TOWN’S GENERAL REVENUE FUND; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE   Councilwoman Simon moved to adopt the Ordinance on first reading.  Councilman Pizzi seconded the motion.  On a roll call vote, the motion carried unanimously.
The Mayor called a brief recess after which the Clerk called the roll and all members were again present.

PUBLIC HEARINGS - ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING:
Regarding items 10 (a) and 10 (b). The Town Manager announced that due to an error in the advertisement for the previous hearings, the State Department of Revenue had required the Town to re-hear the millage and budget Ordinances.  He announced the Millage rate of 3.057 was 5.38% higher than the roll back rate of 2.908 for fiscal year 2002-2003. The Mayor opened the public hearing.  Angel Gonzales was heard.  There being no additional speakers, the Mayor closed the Public Hearing and re-opened the regular meeting.
A. MILLAGE (rehearing) – the Town Attorney read the Ordinance by title as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE MILLAGE RATE OF THE TOWN FOR THE FISCAL YEAR COMMENCING OCTOBER 1, 2002 THROUGH SEPTEMBER 30, 2003, PURSUANT TO SECTION 200.065, FLORIDA STATUTES; PROVIDING FOR NOTICE; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE (First Reading September 3, 2002, Second Reading, September 17, 2002)  Councilman Thomson moved to adopt the Ordinance on second reading.  Councilman Meador seconded the motion.  On a roll call vote, the motion carried 6-1, with Councilman Pizzi casting the dissenting vote.

On a roll call vote, the original motion carried unanimously.

A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES, FLORIDA APPROVING THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN ILER PLANNING GROUP AND THE TOWN OF MIAMI LAKES FOR PLANNING AND ZONING SERVICES; AUTHORIZING THE TOWN MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE AGREEMENT ON BEHALF OF THE TOWN; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Following two motions to amend the Resolution that died for lack of a second, Councilman Thomson moved to amend the contract so as to reflect that payments under the contract be made at the current fee schedule.  The motion was seconded by the Chair and carried 4-3, with Council members Meador, Pizzi and Simon casting the dissenting votes.
